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Florida Teacher Scholarship and Forgivable Loan Program
Florida Statue 240.4063  State Board of Education Rule 6A-20.039

The purpose of the Florida Teacher Scholarship and Forgivable Loan
program {FTS&FL) is to attract capable and promising students to the teaching
profession, attract teachers to areas of projected and current critical teaching
shortages, attract liberal arts and science graduates to teaching, and provide
opportunity for persons making mid-career decisions to enter the teaching
profession. FTS&FL is comprised of a two-year scholarship for freshman and
sophomores, the “Chappie” James Most Promising Teacher Scholarship, and a
two-year loan program for juniors, seniors, and graduate students, the Critical
Teacher Shortage (CTS) Forgivable Loan Program

\ Award Level

The maximum annual Florida Teacher Scholarship award is $1,500. Awards
are prorated if funds are insufficient to provide all eligible recipients with a full
scholarship.

The maximum annual award of the Forgivable Loan program toward completion
of undergraduate study is $4,000 for no more than four semesters unless a
student is enrolled in a teacher program requiring five years of instruction. The
maximum annual award toward completion of graduate study is $8,000 for no
more than four semesters. Loan recipients who do not fulfill the teaching
obligation in Florida publicly funded or developmental research schools are
required to repay the loan plus interest.

\ Eligibility

Scholarship recipients must:

v’ submit an application to, and be nominated by, their Florida high school

principal;

have a minimum unweighted cumulative GPA of 3.0,

be ranked in the top quartile of their senior class, and have either an ACT or

SAT test score;

v provide written acknowledgment of their intent to enter the public school (K-
12) teaching profession in Florida;

v have been an active member of a future teacher organization if one exists at
their high school; and

v" enroll in a degree program.

Scholarship applicants are ranked first by intent to enroli in a CTS area, then by

GPA. One recipient is selected from each public high school and a proportional

number from all private high schools. Fifteen percent of the scholarships are

designated for eligible minority students.

Undergraduate and graduate Forgivable Loan recipients must:
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v be enrolled in a state-approved teacher preparation program which leads to
certification in one of the approved critical teacher shortage areas; and

v" provide written declaration of their intent to teach in publicly funded
elementary or secondary schools in Florida equal fo the number of years the
loan is awarded.

In addition, undergraduate Forgivable Loan recipients must:

v" be upper division students,

v have scored in the top 40% percentile or better on the SAT or ACT,
v have earned a minimum cumulative undergraduate GPA of 2.5, and
v not have previously earned a bachelor’s degree.

Graduate level Forgivable Loan recipients must:

v have a bachelor’s degree from an accredited postsecondary institution,
v have earned a minimum cumulative undergraduate GPA of 3.0, or

v earned at least a 1000 on the Graduate Record Examination (GRE), and
¥ not hold a bachelor’s degree in a critical teacher shortage area.

\ Key Statistics

In 1999-2000, the “Chappie” James Most Promising Teacher Scholarship and the
Critical Teacher Shortage Forgivable Loan Program shared an appropriation of
$1,857,000. The average award for the "Chappie” James was $1,421. The
average CTS Forgivable Loan award was $4,538.

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Nursing Scholarship Program

Florida Statute 240.4076

) The purpose of the Nursing Scholarship Program is to attract capable

and promising students to the nursing profession, and provide financial
assistance to those who agree to work in medically under served areas. Such
facilities include state-operated medical or health care facilities, county heaith
departments, federally sponsored community health centers, or teaching
hospitals as defined in Section 408.07, Florida Statutes.

\_Award Level

Students pursuing an associate degree or bachelor's degree in nursing may
receive up to $8,000 annually. Students pursuing advanced registered nurse
practitioner degrees may receive up to $12,000 per year. A scholarship may be
awarded for no more than two years.

\ Eligibility

A Scholarship applicant must be enrolied as a full-time or part-time student in the
upper division of an approved program leading to the award of a bachelor’s or
any advanced registered nurse practitioner degree, or be enrolled as a full-time
or part-time student in an approved program leading to the award of an associate
degree in nursing or a diploma in nursing. For each full year of scholarship
assistance, the recipient agrees to work 12 months at a health care facility in a
medically under served area approved by the department. Any recipient who
does not complete an appropriate program, does not become licensed, does not
accept employment at an approved health care facility, or does not complete 12
months of approved employment for each year of scholarship assistance, is
subject to repayment with penalty.

\ Key Statistics

Prior to July 1, 1998, The Department of Health administered this program.

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Nursing Student Loan Forgiveness Program
Florida Statute 240.4075

* The Purpose of the Nursing Student Loan Forgiveness Program is to
increase employment and retention of licensed practical nurses, registered
nurses, and advanced registered nurse practitioners in areas of this state where
critical nursing shortages exists. Such employees are to be employed in nursing
homes and hospitals in the state or in state operated medical and health care
facilities, birth centers, federally sponsored community heaith centers, and
teaching hospitals. The program awards repayment toward loans received by
students from federal or state programs or commercial lending institutions for the
support of postsecondary study in accredited or approved nursing programs.

\ Award Level
Recipients of the Nursing Student Loan Forgiveness Program may receive a loan
repayment of up to $4,000 per year, for a maximum of four years.

\ Eligibility

Licensed Practical Nurses, Registered Nurses, and Advanced Registered Nurse
Practitioners employed full time in one of Florida’s County Health Departments,
in federally sponsored community and migrant health centers, or in any state
operated medical facility or teaching hospital are eligible to participate in this
program. The loans being repaid must be associated with obtaining either a
nursing degree or nursing certification.

\ Key Statistics

Prior to July 1, 1998, the Department of Health administered this program. A
total of 79 nurses received funds through this program from an allocation of
$686,656 for the 1999-2000 year, with an average award of $2,732.

” The program provides assistance to undergraduate students who enroll in
Florida community colleges and eligible private Florida colleges and universities.
This program is administered by the Florida Independent College Fund, the
Foundation for Florida's Community Colleges, and the Bureau of Student Financial
Assistance.

\ Award Level
Annual expenditures are based on the accrued annual interest from an endowed

trust fund. Each sector provides matching funds and sets the award level.

\ Eligibility
Since this program has decentralized administration, student eligibility requirements
are determined by the sectors or participating institutions.

\ Key Statistics

The Ethics in Business Scholarships was created by the 1997 Legislature from funds
received from a $6 million settlements as specified in the Consent Order of the
Treasurer and Insurance Commissioner, case number 18900-96-¢c. A trust fund in
the amount of $4,867,420 miilion dollars was set up for the purpose of a scholarship.

Limited Access Competitive Grant Program
Florida Statute 240.6045 State Board of Education Rule 6A.20.044

” The Limited Access Competitive Grant Program (LACG) provides funds to
eligible applicants in limited access programs at public postsecondary institutions to
assist with enroliment opportunities in eligible private colleges and universities.
Limited access programs are defined as high priority employment fields requiring a
baccalaureate degree for which state universities have insufficient capacity to serve
all qualified applicants.

\ Award Level

The LACG award is equal to 50% of the state’s cost per academic year to fund a fuli-
time undergraduate student’s public postsecondary education. The 1999-2000
award was $2,590.

\ Eligibility

Grant recipients must be Florida residents, either community college graduates or
state university transfer students. Program applicants must meet Florida’s general
eligibility requirements for receipt of state student financial aid and must be enrolled
full-time at an eligible postsecondary institution.

| Key Statistics
The Postsecondary Education Planning Commission (PEPC) announced the
following two programs for participation in LACG for 1999-2000:

v Nursing
v Occupational Therapy

The first awards for the LACG program were made in 1996-97, with 10 programs
eligible to participate. The 1999-2000 appropriation was $500,000, with an average
award of $2,223. The number of participating students each year corresponds with
the number of programs designated by PEPC each year. The remaining balance of
$171,070 returns to general revenue.

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Nicaraguan and Haitian Scholarship Program
Florida Statute 240.4146

The purpose of the Nicaraguan and Haitian Scholarship Program is to
recognize one Nicaraguan and one Haitian resident of Florida for their academic
achievement and service to their community with an award to attend a state
university in Florida.

\ Award Level
The maximum award is $5,000 per academic year. However, this scholarship has
never been fully funded. The average annual award amount is $4,340.

\ Eligibility

Eligible applicants must be citizens of, or have been born in, Nicaragua or Haiti.
Scholarship recipients are chosen on the basis of academic achievement and
service to the community. Applicants are required to submit written documentation
of their community service work along with their application. Recipients may be
incoming freshmen, undergraduate or graduate students, and must attend a state

university.

\ Key Statistics
This scholarship program was implemented during the 1991-92 academic year.

Florida Statute 295.01  State Board of Education Rule 6A-20.019

= The purpose of the Scholarships for Children of Deceased or Disabled
Veterans Program is to provide educational opportunities to dependent children of
Florida veterans who have died or have been determined 100% disabled as a result
of specified military actions, or who have been declared Prisoners of War or Missing
in Action.

\ Award Level
Award amounts are based on the cost of matriculation and fees at public

postsecondary institutions.

\ Eligibility

The recipients of the Scholarships for Children of Deceased or Disabled Veterans
(CDDV) must be students between the ages of 16 and 22 who are dependents of
Florida veterans. All military actions and wars from World War | through the Persian
Gulf War and Operation Just Cause are included. The scholarship is limited to full-
time students who are seeking a degree or certificate at eligible Florida public or
private postsecondary education institutions.

\ Key Statistics
From an appropriation of $333,250, 142 eligible students received an average
annual award of $1,513.

General Appropriations Act

' The General Appropriations Act provides for three student board member

scholarships, one each for the Postsecondary Education Planning Commission,
State Board of Community Colleges, and the State Board of Regents.

\ Award Level

The annual award is set by the Florida Legislature. For the last eight years the
annual award has been $4,589.

\ Eligibility

Recipients of this program are selected by each board and must enroll at an eligible
Florida postsecondary institution.

\ Key Statistics

The first awards for this program were made in 1983 for the State Board of Regents
(SBOR) Scholarship. In 1990, Postsecondary Education Planning Commission
(PEPC) and the State Board of Community Colieges (SBCC) Scholarships began.

Florida Statute 240.605  State Board of Education Rule 6A-20.007

The purpose of the Fiorida Resident Access Grant (FRAG) is to provide
tuition assistance to students attending eligible independent nonprofit colleges or
universities in Florida. FRAG awards are not based on financial need and are not
considered financial assistance. The legislature finds these independent institutions
an integral part of Florida’s higher educational system, which reduces the tax burden
on the citizens of Florida.

\ Award Level

Each year the FRAG award is based on a percentage of the state’s cost for a full-
time undergraduate student to attend a state university or an amount specified in the
General Appropriations Act. The 1999-2000 General Appropriations Act set the
maximum award amount at $2,074.

\ Eligibility

The Florida Resident Access Grant is available to Florida residents who attend
eligible postsecondary institutions as full-time, degree seeking, undergraduate
students. Eligible institutions include independent nonprofit Florida colleges and
universities located in, and chartered by the state, which have a secular purpose,
grant bachelor degrees and are accredited by the Commission on Colleges of the
Southern Association of Colleges and Schools.

\ Key Statistics

Florida's cost for a full-time undergraduate student to attend a state university in
1999-2000 was $5,039, and the maximum 1999-2000 FRAG award was $2,074.
The average cost of tuition and fees at FRAG eligible institutions for 1999-2000 was
$12,165. For the 1999-2000 academic year, 23,256 students were funded from this
program. The balance of unexpended funds returned to general revenue.
