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_Nursing Student Loan Forgiveness Program
Florida Statute 240.4075

The purpose of the Nursing Student Loan Forgiveness Program is to increase
employment and retention of licensed practical nurses, registered nurses, and
advanced registered nurse practitioners in areas of Florida where critical nursing
shortages exist. Such employees are to be employed in nursing homes and
hospitals in the state or in state-operated medical and heaith care facilities, birth
centers, federally-sponsored community health centers, and teaching hospitals.
The program awards repayment toward loans received by students from federal
or state programs or commercial lending institutions for the support of
postsecondary study in accredited or approved nursing programs.

Award Level
Recipients of the Nursing Student Loan Forgiveness Program may receive a loan
repayment of up to $4,000 per year, for a maximum of four years.

Eligibility

Licensed Practical Nurses, Registered Nurses, and Advanced Registered Nurse
Practitioners employed full-time in one of Florida’s County Heaith Departments,
in federally-sponsored community and migrant health centers, or in any state-
operated medical facility or teaching hospital are eligible to participate in this
program. The loans being repaid must be associated with obtaining either a
nursing degree or nursing certification.

Key Statistics

The Nursing Scholarship Program and the Nursing Loan Forgiveness Program
shared an appropriation of $686,656 in 2000-2001. Prior to July 1, 1998, the
Department of Health administered this program. The 2001 Florida Legislature
moved this program back to the Department of Health for the 2001-2002 award
year.

The Ethics in Business Scholarship Program provides assistance to undergraduate
students who enroll in Florida community colleges and eligible private Florida
colleges and universities. This program is administered by the Florida Independent
College Fund, the Foundation for Florida's Community Colleges, and the Office of
Student Financial Assistance.

Award Level

Each sector sets the award level.

Eligibility

This program has decentralized administration, and student eligibility requirements
are determined by the sectors or participating institutions.

Key Statistics

The Ethics in Business Scholarship Program was created by the 1997 Legislature
from funds received from a $6 million settlement as specified in the Consent Order
of the Treasurer and Insurance Commissioner, case number 18900-96-c. A trust
fund in the amount of $4,867,420 dollars was created for the purpose of a
scholarship.

Annual allocations are based on the accrued annual interest from the Department of
Education endowed trust fund. The first year appropriated funds and the
subsequent two-year accruals are listed below:

e 1998-99 - $500,000

o 1999-00 - $394,562

o 2000-01 - $247,224

The Florida Independent College Fund receives one-third of the appropriation and
the Foundation for Florida's Community Colleges receives two-thirds. Each sector
then provides matching funds of 100% or greater for expenditures. Unspent dollars
are carried over for use into the subsequent academic year.

Expenditures for the past three years of the program are reflected below.

The Limited Access Competitive Grant Program (LACG) provides funds to eligible
applicants in limited access programs at public postsecondary institutions to assist
with enrollment opportunities in eligible private colleges and universities. Limited
access programs are defined as high priority employment fields requiring a
baccalaureate degree, for which state universities have insufficient capacity to serve
all qualified applicants. It is the intent of the Legislature to phase out this program.

Award Level

The LACG award is equal to 50% of the state’s cost per academic year to fund a
full-time undergraduate student’s public postsecondary education. The 2000-2001
award was $2,694.

Eligibility

Eligible grant recipients are Florida residents, and either community college
graduates or state university transfer students. Program applicants must meet
Florida's general eligibility requirements for receipt of state student financial aid and
must be enrolled full-time at an eligible postsecondary institution. Due to program
phase-out, only renewal students were awarded for the 2000-2001 academic year.

Key Statistics

The Postsecondary Education Planning Commission (PEPC) announced the following
two programs for participation in LACG for 1999-2000: Nursing and Occupational
Therapy. These programs continued participation for the 2000-2001 year.

The first awards for the LACG program were made in 1996-97, with 10 programs
eligible to participate. The 2000-2001 appropriation was $180,000, a decrease of
64% in funding. The number of participating students each year corresponded with
the number of programs designated by PEPC each year. 2000-2001 was the iast
year of funding for this program.

The purpose of the Nicaraguan and Haitian Scholarship Program is to recognize one
Nicaraguan and one Haitian resident of Florida for their academic achievement and
service to their community with an award to attend a state university in Florida.

Award Level
The maximum award is $5,000 per academic year. However, this scholarship has
been funded at a level to award an amount of $4,340.

Eligibility

Eligible applicants are citizens of, or have been born in, Nicaragua or Haiti.
Scholarship recipients are chosen on the basis of academic achievement and service
to the community. Applicants are required to submit written documentation of their
community service work along with their application. Recipients may be incoming
freshmen, undergraduate or graduate students, and must attend a state university.

Key Statistics
This program has not been funded for the 2001-2002 academic year.

The purpose of the Scholarships for Children of Deceased or Disabled Veterans
Program is to provide educational opportunities to dependent children of Florida
veterans who have died or have been determined 100% disabled as a result of
specified military actions, or who have been declared Prisoners of War or Missing in
Action.

Award Level
Award amounts are based on the cost of matriculation and fees at public
postsecondary institutions.

Eligibility

Eligible recipients of the Scholarships for Children of Deceased or Disabled Veterans
(CDDV) are students between the ages of 16 and 22 who are dependents of Florida
veterans. All military actions and wars from World War I through the Persian Gulf
War and Operation Just Cause may qualify program applicants. The scholarship is
limited to full-time students who are seeking a degree or certificate at eligible
Florida public or private postsecondary education institutions.

Key Statistics
The 2000-2001 appropriation was $333,250. There were 158 eligible students who
received an average annual award of $1,590.

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General Appropriations Act

The General Appropriations Act provides for three student board member
scholarships, one each for the Postsecondary Education Planning Commission
(PEPC), State Board of Community Colleges (SBCC), and the State Board of Regents
(SBOR).

Award Level
The annual award is set by the Florida Legislature. For the last eight years the

annual award has been $4,589.

Eligibility
Recipients of this program are selected by each board and must enroll at an eligible
Florida postsecondary institution.

Key Statistics

The first awards for this program were made in 1983 for the State Board of Regents
Scholarship. In 1990 awards for the Postsecondary Education Planning Commission
and the State Board of Community Colleges Scholarships began.

Florida Statute 240.605

The purpose of the William L. Boyd, 1V, Florida Resident Access Grant (FRAG) is to
provide tuition assistance to students attending eligible independent nonprofit
colleges or universities in Florida. FRAG awards are not based on financial need and
are not considered financial assistance. The Legislature finds higher education at
these independent institutions an integral part of Florida’s higher educational
system, which reduces the tax burden on the citizens of Florida.

Award Level

Each year the FRAG award is based on a percentage of the state’s cost for a full-
time undergraduate student to attend a state university or an amount specified in
the General Appropriations Act. The 2000-2001 General Appropriations Act set the
maximum award amount at $2,813, a 36% increase. The annual maximum award
for 2000-2001 was prorated to $2,800 in order to fund all eligible students who
submitted applications by eligible postsecondary institutions’ deadlines.

Eligibility

The Florida Resident Access Grant is available to Florida residents who attend
eligible postsecondary institutions as full-time, degree seeking, undergraduate
students. Eligible institutions include independent, nonprofit Florida colleges and
universities located in, and chartered by the state, which have a secular purpose,
grant bachelor degrees, and are accredited by the Commission on Colleges of the
Southern Association of Colleges and Schools.

Key Statistics

Over the past 5 years the appropriations for this program have more than doubled.
The 2000-2001 appropriation was a 47% increase over 1999-2000. The average
award represents 43% of the state’s costs to fund a full-time student to attend a
state university.
